Monongahela was one of several towns along 

the river to develop an aggressive boat       

building industry. The 

hulls of steamboats 

were constructed at 

the mouth of Pigeon 

Creek. These steam-

boats were used on 

the Mississippi, Missouri and Ohio rivers. 

2011 marks the 200th anniversary of the first 

steamboat on western waters to travel down 

from Pittsburgh to New Orleans.   

The Monongahela River Museum.  Pennsyl-

vania’s only river museum, is located at 175 

Second Street.  It commemorates the long    

association the valley towns have had with the 

river trade. Steamboats had dominated the 

western transportation for most of the 19th  

century with over 3,000 steamboats built    

during this time & 80% of those built in    

Western Pennsylvania.

Fleatique on the Mon, known as the largest 

street sale in Southwestern Pennsylvania, runs 

along a three-mile stretch of Main St., which 

is Route 88, 837 and 136, in Monongahela and 

New Eagle. Antique shops, businesses, 

churches, and homeowners participate with 

yard sales, bazaars, rummage sales and garage 

sales; held the first Saturday of June rain or 

shine!
